For the 2018 fiscal year, $130,813 was allocated by the Board to serve toward creating and/or sustaining Education; thank you to all!  
The agencies included in this funding were: Mentor Clinton, CCSD/AmeriCorps Reading Program, Central DeWitt Community School District, Clinton County, Iowa Imagination Library/Clinton Foundation, Girl Scouts of Eastern IA & Western IL, Kids First Academy, Northeast Community School District, Partners for Exceptional People (PEP), and the YWCA Children’s Center.
The Citizen Review Committee has begun the process for hearing and recommending funding to the Board, based upon presentations from the approved participating agencies, for fiscal year 2019. This helps to give oversight by the community for validity and accountability of the programs United Way of Clinton County, Iowa partners with.
