Clinton, Iowa (March 18, 2019) – The United Way of Clinton County, Iowa focuses on three impact areas to help create a strong and sustainable community.  One of these is Financial Stability.  Financial Stability includes making connections to educational resources and support needed for good paying jobs and lifelong careers.  These connections are made through partnerships created with seven various non-profit agencies in the Clinton County, Iowa area including: Clinton, Camanche, DeWitt and surrounding areas.

The United Way of Clinton County, Iowa Annual Campaign drive is almost completed for the 2019 fiscal year.  The Clinton County, Iowa Community donated or pledged funds that will assist in the areas of Financial Stability, Education, and Health and Wellness.  For the 2018 fiscal year, $156,600 was allocated by the Board to serve toward creating and/or sustaining Financial Stability; thank you to all who contributed!  
The agencies included in this funding were: American Red Cross, Area Substance Abuse Council (ASAC), Associate Benevolent Society, DeWitt Referral Center, Information, Referral and Assistance Services, Salvation Army, and the YWCA of Clinton. The Citizen Review Committee will soon begin the process for hearing and recommending funding to the Board, based upon presentations from the approved participating agencies, for fiscal year 2020. 
The United Way of Clinton County, Iowa looks forward to the possibilities of continuing a partnership with these agencies who have been approved to participate; despite not reaching our final Campaign goal. The goal though did exceed that of the previous year; and for that there is much gratitude. Avenues will continue to be explored as to how the resources can be obtained in order to meet the community’s need, and not have a gap between the two where residents of Clinton County, Iowa cannot be served as a result.
Through research, it has been concluded that 38% of Clinton County, Iowa residents live at or near levels of poverty.  Of the 38% total, 13% percent of residents in Clinton County are at or below the Federal guidelines for poverty.  The remaining 25% are at what has been identified as ALICE or Asset Limited, Income Constrained Employed households. Those who qualify as ALICE have no safety net in times of crisis, their income falls short for essentials and is working, perhaps in multiple jobs, but not making enough to cover needs.  United Way of Clinton County, Iowa has a focus on this impact area now and into the future.
United Way of Clinton County, Iowa brings people together to assess and address needs to improve local communities. The organization’s focus is on Health/Wellness, Education, and Financial Stability – the building blocks for a good life. This is accomplished by being a connection point and bring together individuals, businesses, industry, and nonprofit organizations to make positive changes in our community.
