Thanks to United Way of Clinton County, Iowa funding, YWCA Clinton provides Worthy Child memberships at no cost for at-risk youth when requested by an adult mentor, school or health counselor, or teacher or physician. These youth memberships provide access to all YWCA age-appropriate activities available, providing a safe, supervised place for youth during unscheduled times outside of school. Last year, 204 Worthy Child Memberships were provided for our community youth thanks to the support of United Way of Clinton County, Iowa.
The YWCA Youth Department’s strives to provide a variety of age-appropriate programs and enrichment activities for youth in Clinton County, Iowa in a safe, educational, and fun environment. After-school, holiday and summer camp programs offer elementary-aged children a full spectrum of physical, social, and educational activities to engage their minds and bodies. In the summer months, weekly field trips provide opportunities to learn and explore within and outside of our community. In many cases, children experience educational opportunities that would not have been possible otherwise due to financial restraints, United Way of Clinton County, Iowa funding helps make that possible.  

The YWCA Youth Department offers enrichment classes focusing on reading, science, technology, engineering, art, and math along with Taekwondo and year-round swimming lessons for our community youth.
